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Namin Marble

Namin Marble is one of the highest quality and strongest marble stones
in the country and has a long history. The source and mine of this rock
is Ardebil province and the suburb of Namin. The background color
is a cream with white veins resembling deer horns. At present, Namin
Marble is processed in slabs and tiles and is used in various cases in
the interior and exterior of the building. One of the most important
characteristics of Namin marble compared to other marble stones is
its high strength and resistance to pressure, cooling, and heat, which
make this stone the focus of many manufacturers and Activists in the
field of construction.

Other features of marble are not very high density and excellent
texture. The porosity of this rock is very low, so it has high swelling
and polishing and can be polished to a mirror appearance. This stone
can be used in different sizes and sizes with different thicknesses for
different applications.

Marble rocks have a high water absorption due eir calcareous nature. Therefore, they should not be used
strictly in areas with high humidity, such as bati@@oms, kitchens and bathrooms. They are not resistant to
natural factors such as rain, cold, heat, and weatherin@such as travertin and granites. Therefore, marble stones
can be decayed and corroded if used in places exposed eat and cold. Marble in general is not a good choice
for outdoor spaces.
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Travertine Stone

Travertine is a natural stone like Marble, Granite, Onyx, Limestone, Slate, etc. The key differences between Travertine and other natural
stones stem from the way they are formed. The stone themselves have very different properties such as the hardness of the stone and the
appearance.

Travertine is formed in hot springs and/or limestone caves. It is formed by the precipitation of calcium carbonate. In other words, a chemical
soup very high in concentration of calcium carbonate precipitates off the liquid and the remaining chemical soup hardens and is compressed
into the travertine stone we have today.

Travertine is not the same as Marble, Granite or Limestone which falls in the metamorphic rock category. Key characteristics of Travertine
stone are the holes within the stone which are caused by carbon dioxide evasion or CO2 bubbles in the mixture as it is set.

Two cutting types use to create travertine tiles are the Vein Cut and the cross Cut. Vein cut describes the cutting process by which a cut is
made against the bedding planes, or along the vein. This exposes the edge of the formation and gives the travertine tile a linear pattern. The
Travertine cross cut is produced when the blocks are sawn in favor of the vein. Here are several different finishes that can be applied on the
stone surface, making the different final appearance of stone such as polished, honed, semi-rubbed & aged. Due to the presence of pores
within travertines, it has a very fine adherence with the grout; this makes travertine stand against expansion and contraction for years. The
common property of travertine & onyx stones is having book-match patterns within them, which make them very applicable for lobbies.
Travertine stone is one of the most widely used stones in today»s building industry. Travertine is utilized in both floor and wall tile applications;
countertops, patios, building exteriors, and outdoor pathways.
